We really enjoyed learning our Makaton signs last year and are continuing to use these in school. Over the next few weeks, we will recap the signs we have learnt already so see if you can remember these and use them in your conversations.

School attendance is very much a high priority for us at Highters Heath Community School. 
Good attendance means that children can make the most of their education and improve their chances in adult life. It also help’s your child’s social skills such as making and developing friendships. The more a child is in school the more they increase their opportunity to fulfil their potential.
School is sending out emails this week to all parents of children with attendance below 96% informing them of their child’s current attendance. 96% is the attendance target for all children and it is important that parents know how their child compares to this target. Children with absence below 90% are classed as persistent absentees and this will often trigger further action from the school, such as an invitation to an attendance meeting with Mrs Lindsay. Children with absence between 90-96% fall into the “at risk” category and we therefore send those parents emails to keep them informed of their child’s current attendance as can be unaware that their child’s attendance is in this category.
If you have any worries or concerns about your child’s attendance, please see Mrs Lindsay at the school office.
