Maths, Literacy and ICT.





In Literacy, we will be looking at historical stories, information books and classic and modern poetry.





In Maths, we will be working on money and ‘real life’ problems, fractions and decimals, addition, subtraction and time, properties of numbers and number sequences, multiplication and division, and handling data.





In ICT we will be collecting and presenting information using a variety of software packages.








Our themes this term.





Our theme for this term is the Amazonian Rainforest and we will be exploring: “Where is Brazil and what is the Amazon Rainforest? What is the climate like in Brazil? Why are Brazilians moving from the north to the south of the country? What is life like for young people living in the city of Rio de Janeiro? Who lives in the Amazon Rainforest and what is life like for them? Why is the Rainforest under threat and what can be done to save it? 





Art – We will be creating autumn floor drawings and exploring artists that have been influenced by the rainforest.

Welcome back! The children have settled into Year 3 really well. Already we are straight into another busy term and Year 3 have plenty of interesting work to look forward to.








Maths:


In the autumn term, Year 3 focuses on place value, addition, subtraction, multiplication and division. New concepts are introduced as well as recapping important concepts taught in Key Stage 1. In Year 3, pupils look at numbers up to 1,000. Pupils also expand their knowledge of counting in multiples by counting in multiples of 50. 


English:


We will be using a range of texts on our theme of the Amazonian Rainforest. We will begin our journey by looking at the book The Great Kapok Tree to inspire us to write a persuasive letter about deforestation. We will then go on to write a non-chronological report and narrative retells whilst also focusing on Year 3 grammar and cursive handwriting.  


Science:


This half term, Year 3 will be learning about plants in science. As well as learning to identify and describe the functions of different parts of plants, we will learn to set up a fair test to find out, “What conditions does a plant need for growth and survival?”


RE /PD:


Our RE learning will be based on sharing and caring for others, teaching the children how to be kind and look after one another. We will then explore kindness and care through different faiths.


In PD we will be learning about setting personal goals, learn self-value and how to make someone else feel welcome and valued, face new challenges positively, making responsible choices, understand why rules 


are needed and how they relate to rights and responsibilities.
