The children will be given the opportunity to develop their narrative writing by writing the next chapter where Michael explores the Island and meets Kensuke.

Maths
[image: Fraction-to-Decimal Conversions ...]Children will begin the term by covering the topics of number and place value, where they will learn to read, write and order 7-digit numbers. We will then move onto rounding numbers to the nearest multiple of 1000, 10 000 and 100 000 and 1 000 000. After that, we will them revisit formal methods for all the four operations before developing our understanding of fractions, percentages and decimals.
