Dear Parents and Carers,
Welcome back!

We hope you have had a wonderful Easter break and enjoyed some well-earned rest with family and friends.
We are looking forward to the new term and all the new learning opportunities this year holds.

English

In English we will start with a film unit. We will produce a balanced argument discussing whether
Paddington should be allowed to stay in the UK.

After half term, the children will develop their narrative writing linked to "October, October" by
Katya Balen. ‘October, October’ tells the story of a girl named October who lives in the woods
with her father and a baby owl, Stig, whom she saves. October's life is disrupted when her mother
reappears and her father is injured, forcing her to leave the woods and move to London to live
with her mother. The children will write what happens when she moves to London and how she
navigates city life.

In Reading sessions, we will read Cogheart. In the text, we meet 13-year-old Lily. When her
inventor father vanishes after a Zeppelin crash, Lily is determined to hunt down the truth behind
his disappearance, helped by Robert, the local clockmaker's son, and her wily mechanical fox
Malkin. But shadowy figures are closing in and treachery lurks among the smoky spires of London
28 - along with a life-changing secret.

In maths we will consolidate pupil’s knowledge of the four operations, including how to use
